I.IHEREAS, the Congress of the United States, when authorizing the Miseouri
River Basín l?roJect fn 1944, agreed to provfde an adequete l"ater supply for and
Èo execute a comprehensive progrem of recla-otion development ln North Dakota
as pert coropensatlon for the taklng of more than half a mllllon âcres of good
farm lands for the constructfon of the @rrison and Oahe reservolrs ¡ and

'íùHEREAS., the Garrison Dtversfon Unit, in the central and eastern porÈÍons
of the State., proposes the lrrigatÍon of 1,007,000 acres of lands, already under
cultfvation, ln the vlcinity of the Sourls, Sheyenne , and upper James Rivers,
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the resÈoretion of lekes and streams, and the providing for pollution ebatement
and supplying of nunÍelpal and lndustrial waÈer along the three rlvers and in
the valley of the Red River of the North; and

I{HEREAS, North Dakotats sÈake in the basln proJect is the prouised Írrlga-
tion development, without which Èhe State end her people will not be fully com-
pensated, uncler the agreement, for the loss of valuable lands taken for
reservoÍrs, Èhe production, income, and tax revenue fron which are forever lost;
and

I.IHEREÀS, the Bureau of Reclauati.on in 1957 conpleted a unit report pre6ent-
ing the general plan of developnenÈ and lts feaslbility along wlth detafled data
for those features proposed for Ínitial construction, and h¿s continued worklng
on detaited Eopographfc urapplng and land classÍflcatlon, canal, lateral, and
tlrainage laycuts) cost estÍEaces and economlc studies ln selected areas in order
Èo complete and have avaílable definite plan reporÈs thereon; and

I.IHBREAS, the Houae of Representatíves reduced by $250,000 the budget
estfmate of $550,000 for the Garrison Dlverslon Unft, whlch reductlon will badly
disrupt the technical staff, serlously hanper and delay the work programed for
fiscal year 1960, and ultfuiately increaee the project cost by en anount greeter
than any savings effected thereby;

MrIl, IHEREEORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the North Dakota Stete lrtater Conservetlon
Comissfon, Ehe State agency having jurisdictl.on, control , and supervislon over
the water resources end their developoent, meeting in the Stete Capitol,
Blsoarck, North Dakota, June 19, 1959, that the Senate ComiËtee on Approprlatfons
and the Conference Cos¡rittee on Public I{orks Appropriacfone for 1960, be, and they
are herebyt rm6t respectfully petftioned snd requested t,o approve and reco""nend
Èhe restoration of the $250,000 llcuse reducÈion ln the budget estimate of
$550,000 for the Garrison Diversion Unit; and

Conservation Coro,rissíon payíng one-half of the cosÊ of $5000 per ennum for this
study. Mr. Hoisveen stated thåE he felt the ssoe work could be accou plished
through Ehe State LaboraÈory or the Agricultural College at a cost of $1000 or
$1500. Our staff can collect the samples as required. IÈ r¡as moved by Con-
mlssioner Einar Dahl and seconded by Con'-issioner llath Dahl that no authorÍzatfon
be uade for ¡rartici.pation in ÈhÍs qualíty vrater study survey. All oembers voted
aye and the said motlon was carrfed.

SCHLENKER DAt't SecreEary Holsveen stated that on Ìfay Il, L959 the Mclntosh
county l.rildl.ife club of Ashley, North Dakota, went on record

favoring the repairing of the SchLenker Dam located in Mclntosh County to preserve
Eore waÈer fcr r¡ildltfe. This partLcular dam was well constructed but Ís now in
need of repairs. Investigatlon showed that lt would cost $11,000 or $12,000 to
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place the daln in good operatlng condition. The publÍc use is very limited. It
is liuited c¡r almost one faroer by the nsne of Schlenker. The Uclnto6h County
Comfssionerrr are not favorably iopressed wlth lt and do not aPPear to want to
cooperate in naking the repair. The Game end Fish Department ls reluctant to
partlclpate l¡ecausè of the snall amounÈ of beneflt ft would have ln thelr ffeld.
ön tle basls of lts present use the CornlnissÍon expressed a deslre to table the
request.

COIIPARISONS Dakota was paying much more than other states as thelr
portion of thls program. l,fr. Hoisveen steÈed thet he had

dfscussed this natter wlth other engfneers from other states regardlng thelr local
participatfon 1n lraterehed programs and usually the stete peys very little or
noÈhlng tor¡ard the progran. Ìlr. E1mer B. Staats, deputy budget dlrector, Ln the
Senate Congressional Record for Ìlay, 1959, gave the follorrlng exanple of flood
control cost sharlng inequitles under existing lar¡s: Two Pr¡blfc lan 566 projects, both
esÈln¿ted to cost about $1.1 nillfon, requlred ín one case 43 percent locel cosÈ
sharlng (Swan-Buffalo Greek, N.Dak.) and in another case 6percent locel cost
sharlng (Sulphur Creek, Tex.) Mr. lþlsveen stated that he had made arrangeûents
whereby Mr. Robert Tfum could visit ç¡atershed projects Ín Nebraska and Iowa and
obtaln fnfor¡etlon regardlng other úratershed arrangements and alert the people of
North DakoÈa aE to what the sltuatfon ls ín those states. the Comfsslon belfeved
it their responsÍbilÍty to determine the facts regarding all ryater progra-s and
keep the people in the sÈate famlltar wlth informatlon perBalnÍng to these programs.

IJHEREAS, the Congrese in the r,later Supply AcÈ of 1958, provides a general policy
for consideríng water supply ln Cfvll lüorks proJect, and recognfzes the prluary
responsibilities of the States and local interests in developing water suppties
for douestic, mrnfclpal, lndustrial, endcther purposesr but recognlzes also that
the Federal .later resources project should be planned ln cooperetlon ltith
responsible State and local interests so that weÈer supply roay be fully consLdered
and provislons therefore included to the ¡rexl¡n¡rn extent practfcal consistent with
sound enginearing and aconomic princíples, and

TJHEREAS, current fnvestigations of the Dlstrlct Engineer, Onaha Distrlct, Corps

of Engineers, conducted under the authorlty contalned ln SecElon 11 of Publfc Law
534, 78th Congress, approved 22 Deceober L944, lndicate feasiblllty of consÈructlng
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a Eultfpte-purpose dan and reservofr, known ss the Bornan-llaley Project, on the
North Fork, Grand Rtver in Borrman County, North Dakota, at a slte approxfumtely
on the sectÍon line between Section 24, R 101 W, T L29 N, and section 19, R 100 l^1,

T L29 N, and

.TIIiEREAS, the tlater ConservatÍon ComlssÍon ls a state agency eopowered to encour-
age the development of water resources, and

IJHEREAS, rhe Comlssfon has studied the projecË plans ouÈltned by the Aruy Corps
of Engineers and after concurrent studies by íts technical sÈaff has concluded
thet (1) ttre project is deslrable and necessary, end (2) tne water supply eleoenEs
of the project have fÍnancial feasibility, and

I.¡HEREAS, the Borüoån CounÈy l{ater Consenretlon and Flood Control Dlstrlct has
furniehed asaurences of the willlngness and abiltty of local interests to
participate in the project as regulred by the WaÈer Supply AcË of 1958.

Fredrickson read frou qrePort
forwarded to the offlce of the State l.{ater Coqnfssion by SenatorYoung whereln
certafn stateuents were made 1n favor of restoring the $2501000 iteo. Some ex'
pression was made to the effect Ehet it would be difficult to antlcipate recelvlng
restoratton up to the $550,000 tncluded fn the Presldentrs budget.

It was necessary for the Governor to leave Èhe meetfng at
this polnt.

l{r. Fredrlckson;lndlcated that those Present should wrl-te
SenaÈor Hayden requesting hlm to aid in the ;restoratl.on of the $2Ð000 ltem.
Several guestions r¡ere asked of l{r. Fredrlckson. Upon cmpletlon of his ansúters
the meeting qrali turned over to Vice Chairman Earle F.Tucker.
